What will students learn about?
Students exP!ore the nature of historg, how historians investigate the past and the imPor‘cance of
conserving our heritage. Aspccts of the ancient world are studied, including origins and c]aily life

of the ancient world and beliefs and values of these societies.

(Calling all archaeologists: do you have what it takes to be the next |ndiana Jones? Do you have
the detective skills to rival Sherlock [Holmes? |fso Year 7 Histor9 is the class for you. The
begirming of the Year 7 course begins with a unit of work on Investigating historg. [Here students
will be exPectecl to cleveIoP arange of historical skills and tec}miques to draw conclusions from
sources. Students can investigate the mysterious death of T ollund Man and demonstrate the

imPor‘tance of their own {:amily historg using timelines and Familg trees.

Have you marveled over the terrific structures of the Pgramids’.’ Were tlﬁeg built bg Peop]e or
aliens? What legac3 have the Ancient Egyptians left us? All these answers and more will be given
as students examine the Ancient society of [Z gypt. Students use the skills they have gained
throughout the first unit to help them discover interesting facts about how the [~ gyptians lived,
what thcg ate, wore and celebrated the dead.

T he final unit of work in Year 7 investigates the great and wonderful Medieval Period. Knights
and armour, battles and kings will all be investigatecl. Some luckg students migl‘xt be fortunate

Students learn to aPP]g the skills of investigating history, including analgsing sources and
evidence and sequencing major historical events to show an uncierstancling of continuity, change
and causation. Students deve]op research and communication skills, inclucling the use of
information and communication technologies (]CT), and examine different Pcrspectives and
interPretations to c]eve!oP an unclerstancling of a wide varietg oniewPoints. Stuclents also learn
to construct a logical historical argument suPPorted 139 relevant evidence and to communicate

egectivelg about the Pas’c to different audiences.
